PROBLEM
A U.S Midwestern Automotive & Truck Used Parts Recycler desired to overcome its industry’s “junk yard” image by providing their customers with improved quality products. Hand held parts washing in a solvent tank, extended  drying time due to solvent residue, and vapor fumes were major concerns in this extremely labor intensive process.  
SOLUTION

Harris Tool Company Model No. WA-TR Front Load Medium Duty Parts Washer was  installed to clean alternators, starters, control arms, struts, cv axles & joints,  power steering pumps, fan blades, radiators & condensers, fan assemblies including shrouds & motors, steel wheels, cross members, and oil pans. ABS modules were not washed.
RESULTS

The installation of this machine resulted in greasy grimy parts being cleaned in 10 minute wash cycles during 2 hours per week day operating periods which represented a two thirds reduction in cleaning time. Part cleanliness quality equaled and exceeded previous cleaning method. Annual soap usage is running 150 pounds. 50 gallon cleaning solution tank is drained into evaporation tank and sludge is hauled off once every 3 months.
