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          Application Success Story
PROBLEM
A major U.S Oilfield Service Group was experiencing difficulty in obtaining satisfactory pre-machining cleanliness preparation with their customers’ gas compression skid package rotating equipment and machinery parts. Previous cleaning attempts included a caustic soap vat which created environmental concerns, a cold water pressure washer that produced non conformable results, and a small cabinet washer with limited capacity.
SOLUTION

Harris Tool Company Model No. SJW-4 Front Load Super Duty Parts Washer was purchased and installed to wash engines blocks, cylinder heads, compressors, and small parts. Washer 40” turntable diameter and 54” inside height allowed the washing of larger engines including CAT Model 3304 which was not possible with smaller cabinet washer.
RESULTS

The installation of this machine resulted in parts being cleaned in a 60 minute wash cycle.  Machine operates an average of 6 hours per day, 5 days per week. Powdered soap and new water are added as required. 240 gallon tank is cleaned and drained once every 2 months. Superior oil, grease, sludge, and dirt removal provides determination of component’s machineability and remanufacturing value.
CONCLUSION

The usage of the HTC Model No. SJW-4 Parts Washer has improved part cleanliness quality, productivity, and increased profitability. A second and third HTC Model No. SJW-4 Parts Washer was purchased for the Engine/Compressor and Pump Repair Shops for the purpose of cleaning other rotating equipment including various oilfield and industrial pumps.
